
Rules of Conduct for Photographing PGA TOUR Events

•	 Photographers MUST not disrupt play or distract players at any time.
•	 Do not fire your camera until AFTER the golfer has made contact with the ball.
•	 Those with “inside-the-ropes” access MUST remain within ONE-ARM’S LENGTH of the ropes at all times.
•	 Grandstands and bleachers around the putting greens represent the rope line. 
•	 Those without “inside-the-ropes” access MUST remain outside the ropes at ALL times. 
•	 Assistants and runners MUST remain outside the ropes.
•	 If a player, caddie or official asks you to move, do so quickly and without discussion. 
•	 When photographing around a tee box, make sure you are not on the teeing surface. 
•	 Avoid moving around the putting green while players are hitting from the fairway. 
•	 When greenside, avoid being directly in the player’s line of vision.
•	 When players are on the green, limit movement to a minimum to avoid distracting the players.
•	 Do NOT ask players to pose during a competitive round.
•	 All credentialed photographers are expected to conduct themselves as professionals. 
•	 If you have any questions, please ask a TOUR photographer, Rules or Media Official for guidance.
•	 Rule violations may result in loss of credential.
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Professional grade equipment is required. Having professional gear does not guarantee access.
